The court shall also
at the same time take evidence of
the manner of arrest and as to
whether the .accuséd has been
placed under duress or fear.

- |The electrocution shall take place

within the walls of the Michigan
State Prison at Jackson. Such
electrocution shall be by the war-
den of the Michigan State Prison
or by some person deputized by
him.. It shall be the duty of the
warden and the prison commis-
sion;of the State of Michigan to
provide- the necessary room and
appliances to carry out the exe-
cution of sentences to death by
electrocution as provided in this
act.

Section 4. Whenever any per-
son shall have been brought be-
fore. the court on a. charge of
murder in the first degree and
shall be found to be financially
unable to procure ' counsel the

% leourt shall, before requiring the

aceused to plead to the informa-
tion, appoint a competent attor-
ney to-represent satd accused per-
sonjat the arraignment, hearing,
trial and in the appeal. The at-
torney so appointed shall be en-
titled to’receive from the county
treasurer on the certificate of the
judge that such services have
been duly rendered, such an
amount as the judge shall, in his
discretion, deem reasonable com-
pensation for the services per-
formed. All necessary costs and
expenses of the hearing, trial and
appeal in such cases shall be paid
by the county upon the certificate
of the judge. .

Section 5. In all cases where
judgment of conviction of mur-
der in the first degree, either up-
on a plea-of guilty or after trial,
has been entered, the complete
record of all proceedings, evi-
dence and charge of the court in
such cause shall be submitted to
the supreme court for review up-
on the law and the facts, under
such procedure as the . supreme
court shall designate.

Upon the receipt of
such condemned person by the
warden of the Michigan State
Prison, said ‘condemned person
shall be confined therein until the.
time for his execution arrives or
until reversal.of the conviction
by the supremre court, and while
so confined all persons except the
necessary prison officials and at-
tendants shall be denied access to
him, except his physicians ‘who
may be admitted to see him when,
in.the judgment of the warden,
medical attendance may be neces-
sary for the physical well-being
of the said condemned person, and
with the further exception 'that
JJawyers, relatives, friends and
ispiritual advisors of the condemn-
|ed person may be admittedtto see
;and converse with him at all
proper time$ and under such rea-
sonable regulations as' may be
prescribed by the board of con-
trol and warden of the prison.

Section 9. The following per-
-ons may be present at the exe-
~rtion of said condemned person
and none other: The-warden and
anch nersons as may be necessary
to aseist. him in conducting the
execution; members of the board
of contrel of said. prison; two
physiciang, including the prison
physician; the spiritual adviser
of the condemned: the chaplain
of the prison; not to exceed ten
merthers of the press to be select-
ed by the warden; and such of
the relatives and friends of tlie
condemned person, not exceeding
ten in number, as he may request
to be admitted, in the discretion
of the warden.

Section 10. If the condemned
person shall escape after séntence
and before his delivery to the
watden as herein provided, and
be not re-arrested and réturned
before the time fixed in section
five-a for his transportation to
the State Prison, then any person
may arrest him and return him
to the jail of the county in which
he was convicted and sentenced
and thereupon a judge . of the
court of such county*having juris-
diction, on notice -of said arrest
and return being given by the
sheriff, shall again fix a time for
the execution of said sentence as
provided -in- séction six ‘hereof
and shall forthwith issue a war-
rant of commitment and direct
the transportation of the said con-
démned person to the Michigan
State Prison at Jackson as here-
inbefore provided.

Section  11. If the condemned
person shall escape after his de-
livexy to the custody of the war-
den of the Michigan State Prison
and be not retaken and returned
before the time appointed for his
execution, any person may arrest
and return him to the Michigan
State Prison, whereupon the war-
den shall certify the fact of his
escape and recapture to the court
in .which he was convicted and
sentenced, and a judge of said
court shall again fix a time for
the execution of  said condemned
person as provided in section six
hbreof and thereupon the clerk
of said court shall forthwith cer-
tify the fixing of said time for
such execution to the warden as
hereinbefore provided, who shall
proceed at the time so fixed to ex-
ecute the condemmed person as
hereinbefore provided.

Section 12. When the execu-
tion of sentence as herein provid-
ed is suspended, stayed or respit-
ed to a subsequent time, the fact
of said suspension, stay or respite
shall be rioted on the warrant and
on the arrival of the time to
which execution of said sentence
‘was suspended, stayed or respited
the warden shall proceed with the
execution of such sentence a3
herein provided.

When ques-
tion submitted. The Board of Su-
pervisors "of any county in the
state, upon petition of one per
centum ofithe qualified voters
thereof, shall, or, upon their own
motion, may submit the question
of whether said county ghall come
under the provisions of this chap-
ter and if adopted by a majority
vote of the qualified voters par-
ticipating in said eléction then the
provisions of this chapter shall
be in force and effect and the nom
ination of all candidates of all po-
litical parties for ,delegates to
county conventions;shall be con-
ducted as herein provided.
