The Board discussed the prob-
lem at its' September meeting
last Thursday evening. The At-
torney-General’s opinion came in
response to a letter from Mrs,
Florence Lee, secretary of the
Board, requesting a ruling.

‘ “School districts are govern-
mental agencies ‘and they are not
liable for the negligence of their
servants or agents,” the opinion
states. The letter goes on to
state that “the duty of provid-
ing a means of education, at the
public expense is a purely
public duty,” in the discharge of
which the local body is exempt
from liability. -

Might Be Liable

The district probably would
be liable, the Attorney-General
stated, in case the district con-
tracts with another district or an
individual to transport pupils to
school, “at least as to buses car-
rying such non-resident stud-
ents.”” As to.“the ordinary public
liability policies written for ow-

ners of motor vehicles,” the At-
tor: General states, these are
pol ies by which the company

agrees to indemnify the car-ow-
ner from liability, and the com-
pany is not hable until a claim
has been established against the
owner, which could not be done
in the case of the school district.
