Charges On Messages To Detroit,

ever on toll and long distance that
cost Tess than 50 cents each, or on
local telephone calls, according
tto Roy E. Crowe, manager in this
area for the. Michigan Bell Tele-
phone Company. .

Manager Crowe states that the
Farmington telephone office has
had numbers of inquiries in that
regard, -indicating that many
persons do mot undertsand clearly
all the provisions of the new rev-
enue act that was passed by con-
gréss and signed by President
Hoover June 6. The act becameef-
fective Juhe:21.

The great volume of long dis-
tance telephone calls from Farm-
ington he says, is to Detroit,
Northville, Pontiac .and other
nearby points, the.charges on the
messages being so low that they
are not affected by the act.
