riches. He is -far too practical
to do much dreaming, and he
frankly says that he doesn’t ex-
pect-to be one of those Americans
who become wealthy . and" noted
through inventive and promoting
geniug, He will be neither sur-
prised nor disappointed if he
doesn’t make a; great deal of
money on his machine, What hgq i
trying to do is to perfect it"so
that it will do the job right on his
father’s farm t he ‘wants ‘it to
do, and perform it better than
anything ever seen thus far. Es-
pecially he wants to achieve the
Joy of accomplishing \'.hat he set’
out to do.

There are on the market mach-
ines which grdde apples, sorting
them out according to size, and
which polish the fruit. One of the

commercially-ptoduced machines
is at the Harry McCracken farm on
Twelvz2 Mile Road, where it at-
tracted much attention last sum-
mer. It is a combined apple pol-
isher and eliminator, cleaning the
apples and dropping out those
which are below a certain size.
The latter job is accomplished by
feeding the apples over a: belt
which is perforated with holes
that permit all apples below a
certain diameter to drop through.
The larger apples are ¢arried on
to the end.

Button, however, plans™ togo
further, Last fall he perfected an
apple-sorter, which divides apples
int6 several grades that “is; all
apples . ?f one size were directed
into a ‘certain réceptacle, an

each size larger accordingly: The
machine, operated by electricity,
separtated the fruit into four
grades, and much faster than could
have been done by hand. There
was no polishing equipment: The
machine Button works on mow
would grade the apples into four
or five sizes instead of merely e-
liminating the smallest ones, and
would polish in the same process.

Button will follow to a large
extent the processes thus far

developed for polishing, with the

apples brought into contact with
revolving cloths that wipe off the
dust. He has added a feature
which he believes an improvement,
2 brush that is designated. to
reach into the: crevice around the
apple stem and polish that portion
as well as the rest of the apple.
Financial considerations caused
him to seek an:inexpensive brush,
and he made one himself out of
rope.-

Button’s deslgn ‘for grading ap-
ples is simple, .extremely so, yet
it differs from any that he has
seen on the market It consists
merely on a‘series of rollers in
pairs. The rollers are about the
size of a laundry- wrmger roll-
ers, perhaps two inches in diam-
eter, but about twice as Iong. They
turn in pairs, and the rollers are
tapered down in the center.' Each
pairof rollers ‘is tapered the
8ame amount, 'and the smaller the
pair of rollers.are in the center,
the larger the  apple that will
drnp through. The apples come
first- to the rollers that have the
least taper, that is, the .least
space between them. Only  the
smallest apples drop through,’and
all others go up to the next stage.
These rollers: are-tapered, or, cut
out, & little more, and here the
next. size apples . will eave | the
hne and: dyop :through, - ing

“The "cow bell” mentioned has
a regimental history. While some
of the' members were dnvmg from
their homes to Pontiac in August,
1862, they stole the bell from a
neighbor’s cow. It was carried in
every march and.in every battle
in which the regiment participat-
ed. During many of the long for-
ced marches the 22nd made, the
bell was brought out and its tones
started every foot sore vet into
line, keeping step as if on parade,
and -often.in the fight some sold-
ier would .grab the bell and when
it rattled st the front every
soldier in the regiment plugged
away at the rebg with renewed
vigor. When the boys came home
in 65; the bell was buckled, at
night; on-the owner’s cowt At the
first regimental reunion the pat-
riotic farmer returned it to the
boys with the inscriptions engkav-
ed upon it of the principal battles
in which it was carried, and at
every reunion since it has called
the old vets to order and summon-
ed them to draw rations.”
