$343.65, Last year the current cost
for October was $269.56. With the
labor cost, the city spent $332.06
to furnish water.

just received is $8455 and no
labor cost is necessary, because
the new installation is entirely
automatic.
This shows a saving this Oct-
ober over October of last year o
$247.51. It is estimated that a
saving of nearly $3000 a year will
be made in the operation of the
new pumping equipment.
The total cost of the new in-
stallation was approximately $:
400, which means that the new
pump will practically pay
itself within six months.

Big Cut MadeIn
“Township Budget
General Fund Cut To §12,000; Tax

Payments Help Financial
: Condition

A big slash in the genera] fund
of the 1932-33 Farmington Town-
ship budget was made by the Town-
ship Board Tuesday evening, cut-
ting the fund to less than half of
the tentative appropriation made
last spring. The figure was set
at 12,000, as compared with $25.-
000 tentatively set up earlier in
the year, and with the $30,000 ap-
propriation of 1931. .

The road repair and highway im-
provement funds were left at. $2,-
000 and $1,000 respectively.

The Board set-its budget last
Spring .to cover any contingency
that might arise. With expenses
held down and - delinguent tax
money coming in. in gratifying
amount, the township finds itself
in better financial condition than
it was some.time ago. Over $1,000
has been received recently in de-
linquent taxes.

The Board made-an appropriation

for poor relief, but it is not yet
known whether it will have to be
used. The board of supervisors’
decision 'to return to the town-
ship welfare system is before the
courts for review. The township
board appropriated $17,000 for
poor relief in gase it must be used:
If it is utilized there will be a re-
duction of a corresponding amount
in County taxes.

An odd situation developed in
rescinding the earlier appropria-
tion, whereby only two board mem-
bers could participate, Supervisor
Coe and Clerk Campbell. They had
voted for the appropriation last
Spring and could bring.up the
motion to -rescind, but - Justice
Roberts, who had voted in the
negative, could not. Justice Eagle
was not on the board at the time.

Consis-
tent success in price control has
been experieniced in the past, with
the state association taking over
the farmers’ surplus milk and di~
verting -it to other uses, prevent-
the flooding of the market.

There are 282 farmers, those
in the Farmingtor local, and
another group from North Farm-
ington, who ship through the
Warner Dairy. About 125 attended
the meeting Tuesday. An assess-
ment of 25 cents each was voted
on members of the Local for an
organization fund.
