Outlasts Glants

Fannmgton Man Hends One of
Two In Detroit 0. K'd- ;

In a small five- story b\uldmg
almost. hidden away" in Detroit's
great downtown forest of tower-
ing structures, a modest- banking-
house has become overnight a ver-,
itable. “little giant” -in ‘financial
affairs of the City of. Detroit.
After two colossal banking insti-
tutions toppled and brought tumb-
ling down for a time at least the
financial structurt of the entire
State, this little bank with less
than one-fifieth of the deposits of
Detroit has been one of two to
survive and win approval of the
Federal’ Government, for re-open-
ing of its doors

F'irmmgton has -reason for
pride in.the fact that the little
bank which, with Detroit Savings
Baik,~ has” ‘prdvnded “what immed-
iate salvation Detroit has had in
its financial situation, is headed
by a Farmington man, William W.
Slocum. The. United Savmgs Bank
of which he is ‘president is term-
ed a small one because its de-
posits of -11 -million dollars are
smal] compared with those of the
closed First National with ' over
400 millions, the ' Detroit . total
being over 600 million, The United
is only one-third as large as the
other Detroit bank. which opened
at the same time Tuesday morn-
ing, under license from Washing-
ton, Detroit Savmgs Bank, which
has 85 million in deposits.

‘Thus overnight- this bank
whose lobby seems crowded when
25 people are there, came into the
spotlight. It was not an overnight
victory, however; but the end of
a long, long fight—a struggle that
has gone on unceasingly for long
weary months -that have stretch
ed into years. Knowing full well
that their bank was sound an
strong, the officers yet Fad to
fight the steadily growing current
of distrust and fear of the larger
institutions, .and had to endure
a steady “pounding” of constant

“iwithdrawals that many depositors

made not out of choice but for
the necessities of life.
Tuesday Bright
Through the long period of
trouble most of the depositors of
this big-city bank that was small
enough to maintain personal con-
tacts, have “kept the faith” ‘in
their bank. Theif confidence was
multiplied a thousand fold Tues-
day as the bank opened again for
business. New depositors, erst-
