Small Industry Will Locate’ In
City During Coming Week; .
"'To Do General Work > -
A small industry will lacate in
Farmmgton during the  coming
week.. The rzar section ofi the
Checketts garage at the 4intersec-
tion of Farmington road and State
Street has been rented for the
manufacture ‘of parts for the Ford
Motor Company. Three Detroif
men will operate the shop which
will be used for general machine
work. The corporation' is known
as Feather, Stanton, and Robs, If
the business of the plant comes up
to the amount expected, it is be-
lfeved that four or five men will
be employed within a few weeks.
Th uperatmn of the Farmington
plant is part of a new, general
plan of the Ford Motor Company
in the machining of parts. In the
pdst, this work has been done by
the Ford company. Recently, how-
ever, the company has decided to
let this work out to small concerns
in various eities. Similiar
are already in operation in  Ply-
mouth, Northville and other com-
munities in the Detroit area.

Parts will be sent to the Farm-
ington shop by the\Ford company
where the machine work. will be
done and the finished parts sent
back to Ford's.

It is emphasized by the pro-
prietors that the shop will also be
operated as a general machine
shop and that persons in the Far-
mington area who have machine
work to be done may bring it to
the shop.

The three men who are runmng
the establishment are all former
Ford employees, two of them hav-
