of the old D. U.'R. building, whick
is rapidly taking on a hew appear-
ance. The casks will hold 12,000
gallons each, a total of 384,000
- gallons.

‘Bricking-up of windows on the
west side continues, and work has
begun_ on the bricking-in of the
arched doorways in front. Some
space will be left in the windows,
but the wide doorways will be clos-
ed up entirely.” .
