Farmmxton Township voters,
Republican and Democrat will go
to the palls Monday to select can-
didates of their respective polit-
ical parties for the April election.
Some quickening of interest dur-
ing the-past week has been notic-
eable, with candidates making.can-
vasses among the ~votérs, but!
there appears little ptuspect of a
heavy vote.

Observers antxcipate that the
vote ‘will approximate or possibly
fall below that of a year ago, when
862 ballots were cast. Of the 862
‘cast in the 1933 primary, 568 weré
Republican ballots and 294 Demo-
crat tickets.

Last year's primary was mark-
ed by an exceptionally small vote
in Precinct No. 1, resulting in the
unusual phenomenon of-the first

precinct casting less votes than|

In the absence . of Republican
contests, chief interest centers in
the Democrat race for supervisor.

Last year Kohlman won the
nomination in a close race, ‘with
Mrs. Cauzillo in second place by
less than a dozen votes. Thé bat-
tle is e‘{pected to be close again
this year.

The three contests furnish the
only struggle that will be offered
until the April election.
