FIVE.CAR LOADS.OF
SURPLUS FOODS ARE
DELIVERED COUNTY

“Five car loads of new West
Virginia potatoes, surplus food,
were delivered to the . Oakland
County Emergency Relief Admin-
istration warehouse this week.
The issus will be made in bags
containing about 45 pounds, and
distribution will begin at onoa”
announced S. S. Skelton, Oaklsnd
County administrator. “In addi-
tion to potatoes, we are also dis-
tributing flour, canned beef, smok-
ed pork, and lard at this time,” he
added.

“Food ié the huge problem of
the" Relief  Administration * amd
with regufar issue of surplus food
every two weks supplementing the
regular food allowances the fam-
ily cupboards are. never bare,”
said Skelton. “As many as 10 car
loads of surplus foods arriva at
our warehouse and are distribut-
ed every two weeks to nearly six
thousand families in ‘the Coun-

“Tn the beginning we experienc-
ed a little difficulty with the food
allowance check plan, because
some families did not make the
best use of their grocery checks.
It was not a great difficulty, but
it would have been serious in some
cases were it not for the added ra-
tions afforded by our surplus food
distribution.

“In my opinion, kowever, the ay-
erage welfane family is a much
better food buyer than the aver-
age housewife. At least they are
able to do more with less money.
Tn this respect much has been ac-
complished by our home gervice
department through . @ducational
bulleting giving food purchasing
tips which ame regularly released
to welfare clients,” said Mr. Skel-
ton. “Our Commission has
found that these bulletins, when
followed, assist our clients in mak-
ing the food allowance checks
stretch as far as possible. These
bulletins should be welcomed by
the household buyer and used con-
sistently.

“It is interesting to recall the
hundreds of cases where the food,
allowances were comsidered im-
possible at first by the clients who
now find the suggestions on buy-
ing and purchasing food accom-
plish what previously only ‘dollars
and “cents c do. I consider
this phase of service incident to
our emergency relief work, ome
that will be of permanent value
to =il who use them,” he 3aid.
