" Fruit growers In the Farmington
district are fortunate if reports

tions. of the state are mot exagger-
ated.’ The concensus among orch-
ard growers in this area shows
that little, if any, damage 1o the
current apple crop as a result of
the extreme cold weather is antl-
cipated, Iz contrast, varying re-
ports from other sections claim
growers expect anywhere from 50
per cent to 100 per cent loss di-
rectly traceable to the unuz\mlly
gevere winter experlenced. .

Although  Farmington growers
agree that it Is stll somewhat
early to make accurate predictions,

There is a slight varfation in the
peach crop outlook, The peach
trees are not as hardy as the apple
and it is more difficult to foreses
their yield this early in the season.
