Caused by Breaking Dam

There was only one great John-
town flood. Thls occurred on Fri-
day, May 81, 1889, and was cansed
by the brerking of the dam at Oon- *
emaugh lake, which released a huge
reservolr of water that rushed mad.
1y down the Conemaugh valley,
washing out its villages and harl-
ing Itself in a deadly torrent on the
city of Johnstown. )

The bursting of the dam “was dne
to the unprecedented gnd loug-con-
tinued ralns, which resulted not
only In this digaster, but also In
the destruction of a heavy ‘rallroad
bridge between Harrlsburg and Al-
toong,  and In floods in various oth-
er partg of Pennsylvanla and ad-
jolning states, from which there
was even greater loss of property
then fo Johnstown,

Warnlng of the impending dap-
ger was given the inhabitants of
Johnstown by rafiread officlals ‘and
others, bat many disregarded them.
The final break of the dam came at
three o'clock In the afternoon, and
there was a soued llke tremendous
2pd continued ‘claps of thunder, Ta
an hour'’s time Jobnstown was
wrecked and rulned.
