There were twenty-three herds
of 723 cows on test in
this Assoclation during Junme. Of
this number, 59 or 8.1 per cent
were producing rbove 50 pounds of
butterfat for the 30 day peried; and
83 or 11.4 per cent were producing
in‘excess of 1250 pounds of milk.
‘The average production of all cows
was 757 pounds of milk and 30.29
pounds of butter-fat.
