Murray D, van ‘Wagoner this week
placed the average cost of a 20-
fool concrete pavement in Mlichi-
gan at $20,322 a mile. This com-
pares with a national average of
$21,418 for this type of construc-
tlon,

Average costs of other types of
surfacing in Michigan for the same
width, the commissioner sald, are
$12,737 a mile for bituminous con-
crete’ pavement, $5,500 for ofl ag-
gregate, and $6,750 for two-course
gravel, Due to wide varjations in
specitications for these surfaces,
a national cost average Is ot
available, he pointed out.

Other work influencing the cost
of new construction in Michigan
are $16,900 a mile for grading and
drafnage and $10,330 2 mile for
base reconstructlon and necessary
drainage on gravel roads surfaced
with ofi aggregate.
