This Is because there are two
thiogs, all too common in modern
life and government, which violent-
Iy upset his usual calm demeanor
and genial Irish temperament, One
of these is carelessness with -other
people’s money, whether it be
public or private funds. The other
is unauthorized acts on the part
of public officials. It is difficult to
teil which of these evils perturbs
Detroit’s Controller- more, but
either causes his blood to boil, and
as he meets Instances of either
actiylty in the municipal govern-
ment, it s certain that he will
hew them down with grim satis-
faction, perhaps a bit. of Inward
delight. In his personal life and
habits, an example of restraint al-
most amounting to austerity, Con-
troller Daley firmly belleves that
the best principles of private liv-
ing and private honor should be
carried out to.the utmost In all
public affairs, and that they should
be marked by the same probity.

While it is not as widely known
as it might be, Controller Daley’s
