If the roadway is built, only -
buses and perhaps trucks would
use tt as a route. Stredt car tracks
and safety zomes would be ripped
from the center of Grand River.
This additional space in addition
to the transfer of thé bus route
would eliminate the necessity of
widening the avenue,

All buses would be able to
muke the run from Redford to the
Loop in less than 20 minutes it is
believed, - because mna- stop lights,
intersections or automoblle con-
gestion would be allowed.

Buses would unload at the sec-
ond floors of the Jarge downtown
department bufldings.

This quick service also would
remove cars from the avenue, re-
lieving congestion all the more,

One of the questions the High-
way Department wilt bave to aus-
wer {s the cost of the undertaking.
There are no definite’ figures, but
estimates the cost. of widening
Grand River would approximate
25 million dollars. ' Condemnation
awards would take the greatest
portion of this,while the city and
state would pay no” condemnation
fees for the elevated roadway
which would span the avenus from
steel pillars sunk at the curbs.

Under the proposal, the pro-
jeet would be financed through
Detroit’s portion of weight and-
ges taxes with the possibility the
DSR might contribute the cost of
;lillkeep ot its surface Grand River

ne.

When the State’s drawings of
the elevated speedway are finish-.
ed, officials wil present them to
the Common Council. If the Coun-
cfl approves the plan, -the City
would submit the project to the
voters at the mext election.
