One had
been used as a five dollar debt
payment, and another was sup-
posedly found in a radie employe’s
house., '

The robbery was first discovered
at 5:30 Monday morning by Fred
Menke, Clarenceville school engin-
eer. Broken door windows and up-
set rooms caused Menke to phone
county and state police; Superin-
tendent Beiser and Board Secre- -
tary Hubert Earle. Police took
fingerprints and listedserial num-
bers of the typewriters. .
