In the Southwest the natives called
this grain “little corn.” It is doubt-
ful, however, that they used it for
popping purposes, although it is

Finds Brain Activities

Prof. James Gray of Cambridge
university, England, in addressing
a meeting of the British Association
for the Advancement of Science
said: “As far as I have been able to
determine, the brain activities of a
fish fall into four categories.
