Grow Quafity
Vegetables at Home

1t is easy to justify time spent in
the vegetable garden, even on
basis of dollars and cenis value.
Some spend hours with the hoe and
rake to help out with the fa

budget. Others think it's fun, and
watch every green sprout that
peeps out of the ground‘ Some gar-
den for the exercise; others to
grow exhibition specimens.

‘There is nothing, however, that
compares with the zest of the gar-
dener who grows his vegetables be-
cause he wants guality feod for his
table. Crisp lettuce and radishes,
tender sweet corm, beans, peas and
fully ripened tomatoes may be had
only by him who grows them, and
can pick them an hour before din-
ner time. -

The most modern refrigeration
methods cannot compare with na-
ture's ability to stare its fruits. Corn
loses its sweetness-in a few hours,
radishes and lettuce become Hmp,
and most greens are a sorry sight
after a day in the market. Chemists.
tell us that vegetables deteriorate
almost as fast as meat when they
are killed (as they are) by picking.

Where children are concerned, 2
small home vegetable is more im-
portant, not only because they nced
the full content of vitamins and
mineral salts in the fresn edibles,
but because they can be cooked to
taste and lock better.
