Lending institutions, either local
or stute wide in thelr operation
afe offering to accept mortgage
loans, particularly  on uew co|
struction, anywhere -in Michlgan.

“We realize that there has been
less opportunity for activity on
the part of lending institutions in
manpy of these towns and that con-
sequently there is ‘probably not
the same general understanding
of the possibilities of the system.
We are offering, therefore, to have
fleld TepiTsentatives eall upon the
fending institutions or the boards
of commerce or other civic bodies
in any town in this state where
there may be a housing shortage
whlch is causing concern. We have
had many such «alls in _recent
months and it has been posgible to|
accomplish a good deal in the
direction of curing sych shottages.

“We would, theréfore, welcome
inquiries from anyone interested
in such a local situatlon and will
do our best to assist in its solu-
tion.”

The argument advanced by
Ropes and Feather is slmply that
a partnership including  Stanton
was not formed.

Stanion lives in Detroit and is
working in a supervisory capacity
at a'motor parts factory.

The establishment of the plant
in Farmington was made possible
by a policy introduced then.by the
Ford Co. The wachine and foundry
work for Ford under the plan was
done in small plants fu the cities
of the Detroit area. Such plants are
now located at Dearborn, Plymouth
and Northville. Ford did not allow
these plants to locate *in Detrolt,
because he wished to spread em.
ployment to the smaller cities of
the metropolitan area that, were
balanced with agrlcultural activity.
