{Christlan Science Monitor)
Peace has its victorles—and fn
a post-Worll War world, its vie-
tims—no less than war. The Amei
jean State Department’s
mendation to the Intergovernment-;
al Committee on Political Reflugees
that those victims of the transier
of the Sudeteniand to Germany
should be treated with the same
consideration as other political
refugees, will help to attract pew
attention to the refugee problem.
It will ‘direct the thoughts of
humane people tlie world over to it
twofold -opportunity. First, it is
an_ opportunity to help others, manhy
of whom are suffering only for
thelr adherance to the democratie
point of view. And for us who
value tolerance and kindness it is
an opportunity to exercise these
talents so that they may not be

lost to ourselves.

Amerlcan interest in the plight
of Czechoslovakian refugees is par-
ticularly keen, as may be seen
from the fact that not only is the
Intergovernmental Committee be
ing advised to give these refugees
“most favored natlon™ treatment,
but’in addition to this committee’s
azslvities Americans are supporting
those of the American Committee
tor Relief in Czecheslovakia, of
which Dr. Nicholas Murray Butler
is chairman, and which is receiv-
ing voluntary contributions in care
ot the Guaranty.
