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‘Praying Mantis’ Insect
Lives in Warm Sections
The "mantis (order. orthoptera,
tamily mantidae,.genus mantis, spe-
cies mantis religiosa), is a vora-
cious, carnivorous insect, called also
‘‘praying mantis” from its habit,
when watching for prey. of sitting
up with its forefeet folded as if in
prayer. The French call it “prie

dieu”; other names for it are **John- |

ny cockhorse,” and *soothsayer,'
{Greek mantis). Thcse insects.
which are slow in their motions,
usually sit on the branches of trees
and shrubs waiting for some other
insect to pass, when they seize and
hold it with their front feet, and
tear it to pieces.

“Praying mantis” are most abun-
dant jn tropical regions, especizlly
in Africa, where they are venerated
by the Hottentots, but they are found
also in the warmer parts of Europe,
Australia, and America. The Amer-
ican species (stagomantis casolina),
known as ‘rear-horse,” ‘“devil-
horse,” and “umule-killer,” found in
the Southern and Western states,
devours caterpillars and insects and
thus does much good. A South
American speciés (mantis argenti-
na} is said to catch and devour even
small birds.

Pigeon’s Milk

Pigeon's milk is the name given
to a milky secretion which is eject-
ed from the crops of both male and
temale doves and pigeons and fed
to their young during the ecarly
stages. Pigeon's milk s not com.
posed of food that has been partly
digested and then regurgitated, as
often supposed, although it mav
serve to moisten such food. Certain
cels in the double walls of the crbp
undergo a change to a cheeselike
substance, and this substance when,|
mied with mucus and perhaps an-
other juice makes up the white fuid
fed to the young. If the young die
or are removed during this period
both” parents suffer severely and
may die from the turgid congestion
of the excessively developed walls
of the crop. - Pigeon's milk also has
a figurative meaning, being applied
to something that does not exist,
such as an imaginary article for
which a novice is sent on a fool's
errand.

Edison’s Electric Lamp
For many years physicists here
and abroad knew the basic principle
of the incandescent electric lamp.
Time and again various men at-
tempted to make such lamps by put-
ting a carbon rod in'a vacuum with-
in a gass container and then run-
ning an electric current through the
rod. But always such heat devel-
eped that the lamp burst the mo-

ideg that, if the carbon flament
were made fine enough, no such
heat would be developed, tried it and
5t worked. These are but three of
countless examples that show bow
thin are the barriers that sometimes
separated humanity from whole
oceans of unknown truth.
