The
chill  spring weather throughout
the entlrt state, which held the
opening of blossoms in check, s
glven as the reason for the un-
usual situation in the fruit belt.

Department aplary records dis-
closé that while In past scasons it
has been possible to move bees
[rom Southern Michigan orchards
to the northern part of the stata,
that this is impossible this season
because of shortening of length of
blossom season. This condition has
created a heavier demand than
usual for bees, with the result that
a larger number of removal per
mits are fn demand, during a
shorter space of time.

“Before the movement of bees
into various orchards” poluted
out Don P. Barrett, chief aplary In-
spector, * it Is necessary to obtain
2 permit from “the Department of
Agriculture.
