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Board Public Tell Ideas

Will the campaign to sup-
port school sports from
private funds be *‘the greatest
unifying force Farmington
has ever séen,” as one booster
forecasts?

Or will it wash away the
board's credibility to the
extent that “no millage will
ever pass again,” as one
voter-mother sees it?

Robert Chesley, coordinator
-of the fund drive, said he
expects an “amazing” out-
pouring of citizens willing to
work and give to retain
athletics.

BUT MRS. Joanne Smith,
Farmington Democratic Club
chairman who worked for
millage in both recent elec-
tions, told the board of
education at one pubhc
meeting:

“If you don't stick to what
you'vesaid, you've made fools
of us, liars of yourselves, and
nobody will ever trust you
again."”

Mrs. Smith referred to-pre-
election statements by the
board and school ad.
ministration that all extra-
curricular activities would be
wiped out if the mlllage bids
failed. Voters twice turned
them down.

Both Chesley and Richard
Crudele, president of the
Farmington Junior Football
Assn., called their campaign a
one-shot effort which would
not be repeated in other years.
They insisted they would not
interfere with operation of the
sports program beyond
paying the bills.

supported: solely from public
funds and long term risks for
all children.

Rev. Hugh Stewart, a
longtime worker for the
schools, said he could support
a broad-based subscription
drive aimed at restoring as
much of the overall cuts as
possible, but added: “I want
the board to'have the right to
make the, decision how the
money will be spent, not some
group.”

A senior, year coed also
warned of future millage
defeats if the board accepted
the funds and added: “All
respect for you will vanish.”

“If I'm|taking an ‘action
which is going to alienate, I
prefer to take it in such a way
that a group of students winds
up with some benefit from the
action."”

Peters confessed he ob-
Jjected to private funding of the
publie school system and said
he was bothered about long
range xmpllcatms and the
“precedent it establishes” in
accepting donations.

As for credibility, Peters
said he didn’t think “any
board has credibility”
anyway, adding:

“People would listen to the
corner barber before they'd
listen to a school board or
administration.”
