SALT BRINGS OUT
FLAVOR SAY
COOKING EXPERTS

Good cooks, they say, are known
by their judicious use of season-
ings. Of all seasonings, one -of
Michigan's mined products. sait, is
the most important.

Even when salt is not listed
among the ingredients, the good
cook adds 2 little, anyway. For
salt improves the fiavor mot only
of practically all vegetables, cer-
eals, meats, nuts,
of some fruits, candies and bev-
erages as well.

Here are some salt usages SUg-
gested by the extension service In
home economics of Michigan State
College.
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Vegetables are cooked in water
that is lightly salted from the be-
ginning, When frying or brotling
meat, salt should be added after

the juices of the meat. But a meat
roast can lose very little juice this

posed surface is comparatively
small. So a roast may be salted be-
fore it goes in the oven.

Foods such as cornstarch pudd-
ings, cooked cereals and breads
need a bit of salt to bring out the
bland flaver of the starch. In a
recipe for yeast bread. this
amounts to about % a teaspoonful
to a cup of flour. For biscuits,
about 13 teaspoonful to a cup of
flour, For wmuffins and griddle
cakes slightly less. The standard
amount of salt to use in cooked
cereals like rice, oatmeal or cora
meal is 1 teaspoonful to a quart of

water.

Sullful cooks add 'a few grains
of salt to cooked fruits and fruit

drinks, cocoa. milk shakes and
other beverages. Because salt
seems to make “sweet things

sweeter,”
cluded in candfes, cakes, fce
creams and sweet desserts. Some-
times the cake shortening con-
tains salt. If not. from % to 1
teaspoonful of salt Is enough for
the ordinary cake recipe calling
for one to two cups of sugar.

Experiment With Food
And Cover For Game

Experiments with forest growth
as food and cover for game animals
and birds will be continued this
fall and spring in connection with
plantings of hardwood tree specles
by the Michigan department of
conservation.
