engineers it was found that con-
struction of a dam at the outlet
would be impractical because of
the dredging necessary to obtain a
footing,
To Begin West of Outlet

A ditch starting 700 feet west of
the ontlet and continuing south
from Twelve Mile Road, will be
opened. It will be not more than
three and a half feet deep .t any
point and will have a fall of eight
fegtron a grade of 900 per cent. It
was stated that if the ditch bottom
was keptubeldw swamp level, the
lake water level would not be ma-
terially changed,
