That is a question which has
been submitted to Michigan’s State
Attorney General Thomas W. Read
to answer some of the problems
that face P. A7 Herbert. head of the
forestry department at Michigan
State College.

Need for a clavification of the

ty and state highway ecommissions
and of the bwners of abutting
propertles is cited by Professor
Herbert. Conirary to general be-
1ief, he says. it is apparent that the
counties or the state do nmot ordi-
narlly own the roads.

He commends the state highway
commission for Its program of
adequate supervision of landscap-
ing and maintenance of 1oadsides,
but finds fault’ with many of the
programs of county road commis-
slons. Unsupervised roadside work,
he indicates, is resulting in poor
care of roadside trees and shrubs
and building up friction with land-
Exceptions among the
countles, he says, are Wayne, Kent
and Oakland where beautification
is supervised under trained arbor-
ists.
