‘EWe have asked to send in
samples of blood found on the
body and clothes,” Detective
Sgt. George Maier stated,
“but thisis routine. So, we will
have to continue our in-
vestigation along other lines."”

THE CONTINUING in-
vestigation of the blood and
garments will require a few
more days, according to
Maier, but he and his in-
vestigators- will use every
effort along other lines to
solve the cause of death.

Cecora’s body was found
about noon last Friday by

HOW CAN |
TELL WHEN MY
CHILDREN'S
SHOES ARE
OUTGROWN?

Most mothers whose chil-
dren’s shoes prove to be a
size of 1% sizes shorter
than their measurement tell
the shoeman that they felt
the toe and there seemed
10 be room. There are many
raasons why this manner of
testing is not reliable. The
child may have baen sitting
down; the shoes may be
100 namow to allow his toe
to get down into the front,
etc.

Consider this: the great toe
of most babies when they
ate fitted for their first pair
of shoes is about 1% inch
in length. When they reach
adult ife those great toss
will be only 2 10 3 inches
long. The major growth is
behind the toes. We think
of the toes growing into
the fronts of shods but ac-
teally they are pushed
There by the growth of the
mass of the foot

We should not allow that
pressure to crowd the soft
bones of young feet against
the ends of shoes, sox or
sleeper feet. In fact. almost
all of the common foot de-
fects can be avoided if the
great 1o0e is allowed to
remain straight.

The only reliable way-to
check the fit of shoes is to
remeasure the foet, being
careful to bo guided by the
length of the longer foot.

The ‘little ones, she said,
“risk their llves walking in the
road where there are no
shoulders and no path.”

Mrs. Kathleen Rudberg,
29835 Hemlock, who said she
represented parents along
Hemlock, - Creek: and
Lakeland, protested the
board’s action in taking away
busses and at the time
removing the children from
the school nearest their
homes.

‘‘Prior to.1968, they went to
Middle Belt School,” she said.
“Then that: got overcrowded,
and in 1968 they were sent to 10
Mile School. Then that got
overcrowded, too, and in 1970
they were sent to Beechview.
We understood and didn't
complain as long as they could
ride buses §n safety.

“Now there are no buses,
and the children have to walk
along gravel roads with no
sidewalks and cross 11 Mile
Road. Put us back in the
Middle Belt district where we
belong.”

MRS. RUDBERG said that
29 children live in the area, 16
of them in the third grade or
below! -

Board president Richard
Petersreferred the problem to
the school administration for
further-study, but added that
he “‘eertainly would not hold
out any hope for rein-
statement of last year's bus
service the way the budget
presently is set up.”
