SOCIAL SECURITY ACT
COVERS AGED WORKERS

Workers in commerce and indus-

try who are over 65 years of age
are now covered by the Social Se-
curify Act. Thefr wages are taxable
just.the same as those of younger
workers, who have been covered
by the oklage insurance program
since it began to operate in Jan-
uary, 1937.
“Employers who have such
workers in their service must
make the usual deductions of one,
per cent from the pay of older
employés,” it was said today by
Walter B, Redman, manager of the
Pontiac, Michigan Social Security
office.

“The wages of older workers are
taxable back to January of this
year. Soctal Security numbers
must be obtained for such workers
in order to submit full reports to
the United States collector -of ‘in-
ternal revenue to whom the taxes
are payable quarterly.”
