Birds Show Preferenc;
To Islands for Nesting

Birds have a strange preference
for islands. In stormy Lake Supe-
rior, miles beyond Passage Light,
gulls build their nests on the buge
rock masses which poke their heads
above the waves, In shallow Lake

. Erle, terns nest by the bundreds on
a pebbly sland near Put-in-Bay.
In Saginaw bay, ducks: make their
nests on Lone Tree island and the
Charitles, Wherever land is entire-
1y swrrounded by water, it seems
that birds like to congregate.

This preference for island breed-
ing grounds is found fn many of our
waterfowl: cormorants, pelicans,
gulls, terns, avocets, phalaropes and
other shorebirds. Behind the birds'
preference for istands is perhaps
the fact that islands provide protec-
tlon from some of the predatory ani~
mals that take a heavy toll of nest-
ing birds, Sometimes birds select
only slight elevations along a lake-
shore for their nesting sites. Musk-
rat houses scarcely can be called
islands, yet they seem to qualify
‘with the birds. At bird sanctuary,
near Battle Creek, one may see
numerous duck and goose nests on
deserted muskrat houses. In the
Bear river in Oregon, four-fifths of
the Canada geese nests had.their
foundations, provided by muskrats.

Men who are trying to restore
areas for waterfowl may take ad-
vantage of this trait. E. A. Mcll.
benny, whose bird city on Avery
island, Louisiana, is a famous sanc-
tuary, was among the first to make
Island-building an important part of
attracting birds. He has built more
than 30 islands especially for herons.

The United States bureau of bio-
logical survey had made island-
building one of its specialties in the
development of refuge areas. Is-
lands are formed when areas are
flooded, Results of this sort’ may
be seén on the new Seney Refuge
in the Upper Peninsula. On the
Bear river refuge, machinery was
being used to finish up the end of a
1,000foot island when birds heg;\n
nesting on the other end. ' This
seems to be a good lllustra(wn of
the value of nesting islands on ‘bird
refuges. H

Natural Gas in America

Discovered by Accident
Natural gas was known in Asia
ages before it was put to practical
purposes in this country. It ap-
peared as leakage from gas-bear-
ing strata through crevices in the
ground, and when lighted, usually by
accident, was often worshiped as a
manlfestation of a fire god. It was
.thus known in India, In China and in

in we United States the first dis.
covery of natural gas by drilling
was in Ohio and West Virginia in
the early Nineleenth century, when
surprised salt makers struck gas
while sinking shallow wells for salt.
Rufus Stone, one of the first opera-
tors in the salt-making business at
McConnellsyille, Pa., while drilling

ural gas strongly impregnated with

.sulphur, which caused-the driller. to
exclaim they had *‘drilled-through to
hell” At first the well was consid-
ered a failur’e; but the gas wag later
put to work to bofl the water for
the -salt making. This use of it
is sald to have continued for 40
years.

Other such accidental discoverles
of natural gas were occasional, and
in 1826 the first use of it for light
was made at Fredonia, N. Y. Ahun.
dred street lights were fed there by
gas which had been discovered by
seepage through a mill stream. The
first place to be piped for the use
of natural gas for domestic purposes
was Titusville, Pa., in 1872,

Animals Foretell Weather

It you want to foretell the weath-
er, watch birds. and animals. It
will be fine when swallows fly high,
when bats fly late at night, when
_beetles take to the wing, ‘and when
marning chimney smoke rises
straight up. “Rain Is indicated when
birds fiy low, when peacocks begin
.to screech, when crows fly up and
cirele around their nests, when spar-
rows become excited and chirp con-
tinuously, when morning smoke does
not rise, when cattle caper about,
and when donkeys bray. A 'change
is due when dogs sniff the air, and
if you see birds perching on the
lower branches of trees a storm is
not far away. The preserice of cor-
marants at the mouth of a river
foretells a heavy gale from the sea.
