An opinion that former owners ol
delinquent tax lands, that became
property of the State on November
3, canoot get back their dands by
other than making a- bid for them
at the auction sale that will start
on February 13, was expressed
by Fred M. Greenstreet, Ypsilanti,
a member of: the land board, speak-
ing in Pontiac.

JIn Farmington Township 135
parcels were taken over by the
State on November 3. There were
21 tax deiinquent parcels in the
City of Farmington.

Greenstreet’s opinfon is contrary
to advice received by the Oak.
land County Board of Supervisors
regarding the rights of municipali-
tles to withhold properties from the
tax sale for a year where the prop-
erty owner indicated a desire to
pay the taxes,

Mayor Leo F. Gildemeister, of
Farmington, who attended the
meeting of the Supervisors at
which Greenstreet spoke, said that
€0 far he had received no requests
to withhold any of the Farmington
properties which were taken over
by the State. Gildemelster said that
the city has taken no steps as yet
to withhold auy of the parcels for
public use, a course allowed by law.

Qakland is one of the three coun
ties in the State where the largest
nwmbers of parcels of delinquent
tax lands were taken over by the
State. Oakland County had, 144,694
pareels bid to the State in the May
1938 tax sale and it has not yet
been determined how many of
these were redeemed before No-
vember 3.

Greenstreet said it might take a
full vear to offer these parcels for
sale in this county and that an or-
ganization will have ‘to be sent
here by the State land board to ne-
.gotiate the sale.
