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Apple Tax/
Law Held
Invalid -

Farmington apple growers, who
have protested against the Baldwin
apple tax act, levying a tax of one
cent & bushel or two cents a huu-
dredweight on apples, received en-
couragement this week when Judge
Fremont Evans, In the Berrien
County Cireuit Court handed down
an opinion ruling the act unconsti
tutional.

A similar suit has been smrted
by a group of growers' representing
Oakland, Wayne, Macomb, Lapeer,
Livingston and Monroe counties,
and has been continued by Oakiand
County, Clrcuit judges H. Russel
Doty, and
George B. Hartrick, pending the
presentation of briefs, A number
of Farmington growers were
among those contesting. the act.

Entire Act Called Void

The! court’s opinion sfated that
the. Legislature “had undoubted
power to levy a specific or priv-
jlege tax upon the .privilege of

“either producing apples, or of put-

ting them Into the streams of trade
and commerce. They (the Legisla-
ture) failed of acom®lishment be-
cause the title of the act confined
the tax to ‘production,’ while the

tax attempted to be levied in the
body was confined to ‘putting
the apples into the stream ‘of trade
and commerce.’

“The two,” Judge Evans ruled,
“are entirely separate; one ends
before the other commences. Be-
cause of such (ailure, the entire act
is void.”

In conclusion, Judge Evaus held
that the commisslon “should be
permanently enjoined from any
and all attempts to enforce the
act agatnst® apple growers, pro-
ducess, and shippers within the
state of Michigan.”

The *apple commission, it was
reported, will ask the State Su-
preme Court to rule on thé consti-
tutfonality of the act, which has
been the -subject’ of bitter contro-
versy here and AmoOng Rrowers
throughout thu state.

Poesibllity of an appeal from
Fvars' oplnion was expressed by
R. J. Martln, sceretary of tne
apple commission. Attorney Gen-
eral Thomas Read was also study-
ing the opinion in an effort to de-
termine whether to appeal.

Opposition to the tax first ap-
peared on the Benton Harbor fruit
market fn the form of resentment
of small growers against buying
tax stamps and pasting them on
bushels of apples, The apple com-

. misston had decided?on the stamp-

tax method of collection partly
with the thought that the stamps
would help advertise and. disttn-
ruish  Mlchigan app‘lcs.

While suck place-
ments may be made either by the
natural parents or a child placlog
agency, the placements by the
ageney are more satisfactory as

they possess information and fa.
»nmes which enable them to be
more  gelective of the type of
horaes in which the children are
placed. For this reason placements
by Hcensed child caring agencles
are to be desired rather than direct
plucements by the natiral parents.

READ TELLS OF .
‘EXPERIENCE IN
MANCHUKOU -

(Preseated herewith is the third

in a series of articles written by
Arthur C. Read, dealing with the
promotion of Americanism througi
the medium of the Elks Club of
Pontiac.)
| Last Monday I sat down to
‘ Christmas dinner in the old farm-
house, near South Lyon, which
had belonged to my grandfather.
Most of the people present at din-
ner bad, at least, been born on a
farn? and it seemed natural that
the conversation bandied around
the New Deal, gave up the younger
generation as “lost”, eriticized the
stupldity of our legislators., dwelt
on the shortest road to the poor
house, and*befailed the “good old
days” when corn was higher-and
taxes were lower, and as [ looked
around at the table filled with
enough good things to feed the
people for a week, | remembercd
the Christmas of & year ago whicl
I had spent in Shanghai, China,
-} I was not thinking, however. of
what 1 had eaten on that day of
1938; but! my thoughts lngered
around a gentle, blue eyed yold
man with gnarled hands d a
brown leathery (ace whigh was
-| seamed with the winds add suns
and cares of sixty years of Rus-
sian farm lite.

He was visiting his ddughter at
her home in Shanghai where he
had journeyed from his fittle farm
near the city of Harbin, Mamchu-
kou.

My knowledge of Russian was in-
sufticient to carry on a conversa-
tion but, with the help ot another
person, I managed to secure much
of his story before the dinner and
afternoon was over,

Afanassy Ivanoyitch  Baranoff
had been born a “krestianin"
(farmer) in the vicinity of Nik-
olsck, a small town of Eastern
Russia. ! .

He was never rich but he with
his wife and four daughters lived
on their small farm {n reasonable
comfort; and- Instead of the New
Deal, they ecriticized the Czar's
governors, and the taxes were too
high, the young folks were
“wild"” and the “good old days™.had
“surely been better.”
