That figure is one billion mul-
tiplied by {tself five times: One fol-
Jowed by 45 ciphers.

This {s one of the many features
of apparatus and equipment which
mnkes possible the ‘far and easy
reach of one's volce by telephous
today.' The repenters help in the
efficient delivery of the voice any-
wheraion the 15,870,000 miles of toll
and long distance wire in the nation-
‘wide Bell system.
