ROTH DID NOT rule that
suburban communities would
be included in a new in-

tegration plan or that the experts

suburban school districts be
named as co-defendants in the
suit brought by the NAACP
against the Detroit schools
and the state.

The move to make 85
suburban schools districts in
Wayne, Oakland and Macomb
counties co-defendants in the
suit was made by the Citizens'
Cammittee  for  Better
Education, an organization of
white property owners in
Detroit. |

At Monday’s hearing, which
had been called by Roth to set
atimetable for court heari
on’ the Detroit school
desegregation issue, the
Citizens' Committee
spokesman, Alexander Rit-
chie, submitted. a “‘rudi-

mentary” proposal that
includes or part of 61
suburban school districts with
Detroit.

The plan proposes circular

" perimeter with a 12-mile

radius centered in downtown
Detroit. Almost all of Redford,
most of Southfleld and Garden
City and a sliver ‘of Livonia
and Clarenceville are inciuded
in the metropolitan plan
proposed -by the Cllhenl'
Committee.

Ritchie described his plan

The-
judge referred to recent anti-
bussing boycotts and rallies in
suburban communities, -
“I don't know why they
(suburban residents) should
entertain such serious ap-
ensions,” Roth said, re-

stating that he had not ruled [

for the inclusion of suburban
districts in a
desbgregation plan and that if -
adopted, implementation of
such a plan would lcke some

sideration. “This (plan) does gma

provide an accurate basis for
establishil a metropolitan
plan,” Ritchie told the court.

Roth also said he was not in
favor of bussing ‘per se.
