Michigan Shows a New
High In Dairy Produce

Michigan Dairy Production for
1940 reached an all time high with
an increase in the macufacture of
2ll major products over the year,
1939. A tremendous Increase wn-!
noted in the manufacture of con-
densed milk and  other products
needed in defense preparations dnd
for shipment abroad. Productlon
of condensed milk increased from
128,594,352 pounds in 1939 to 161.,—l
336,656 pounds in 1940, dry skim
milk from 34,628,367 pounds to 36,
892,964 pounds, butter from 90,085,
948 to 95,765,797 pounds, cheese
from 15502557 to 18,199,721
pounds,

‘Commissioner Leo V. Card stat-
ed that a continued ‘ncrease in
production will be needed to meet
government “demands for defense
needs. The government has Indi-
cated that they will ask for 250
000,000 pounds of cheese, 625,000,
000 pounds of evaporated milk, and
200,000,000 of dry skim milk by-
July 1, 1942. It will require the
production of 628,300,000 pounds
of milk for manufacture of these
additional products which medns
an inerease of approximately 17
for the country as a whole.

Card stated that Michigan plants
bave the capacity and can soon be
equipped to divert milk into the
manufacture of the products need-
ed.

Michigan producers will find: it
profitable to keep up production
during the dry
feeding of grain and fodder crops.
Additional feeding' of milk cows
and proper care of milk to elimi.
nate rejection by the inspectors
and the plants will increase con-
siderably the amount of milk avall-
able for manufacturing purposes.

Within a space
of 30 years the pine was wiped out
and a beginning was made fn the
cutting of other kinds of timber.

“There are old lumbermen who
came here among.the early sett-
lers. They saw the Menominee
Range before the woodman's axe
had sounded throughout the forest.
It was thelr belef that the plne
would last forever—that it would
be imposshle ever to cut it all, and
that hardwood timber would never
have much, if aoy, value. '

“Since 1918, when we made our
first park purchase, we have ac-
quired a total in parks and park-
ways of 2,500 acres. Probably no
other factor all through the depres-
slon has contributed more enjoy-
ment and pleasure in helping
people keep trouhles off their
hands by the use of our county
