“The first is the choice of real-
jsm—reallsm in terms of three
shifts o day: The fullest use of
every vital machine every minute
of every day and every night; real-
ism in terms of staylng on the job
and getting things made, and en-
trusting industrial grievances to
the established machinery of cal-
lective bargaining—the machinery
get up by a free people.

“The second choice is the ap-
proach of the blind and the de-
luded who think that perhaps we
could do business witk Hitler. For
thern there Is still ‘plenty of time’
.. ..And thefr tombstones would
bear the legend ‘Too late!” ™
