Mlchigan Victory Gardeners in
1943 produced a half million tons
of food jvalued at $20,000,000.

Their efforts, combined with the
efforts |of. Victory Gardeners in
the other states of the Union, not
only provided food directly for
millions: of families, but permit-
ted thei reduction or removal of
ration points of many canned veg-
tables, *thus making additional
amounts of these foods avallable
to all familles.

The demand for food Is greater
in 1944 than in 1943. There must
be more food for our armed for-
ces, more for lend-lease, more 10
take care of the people of reoccu-
pied countries. There must be
more héme grown foods It shiort-
ages of the civilian supply, are to
be avoided and ratlon points sre
not to be increased.

‘The 1944 Victory Garden goal
is 20 per cent increase in the
number ot gardens and a 25 per
cent increase in production. This
menns that in Michigan' there
must be 792,000 gardens in which
will beigrown 25,000,000 bushels
of food.

Remembering the great contri-
bution made to the 1943 Vietory
Garden progiain by the peaple of
Farmingjon, and realizing thelr
ommon| and ardent desire to do
all that:they can to help win the
war, I dp now call upon each and
everyord' to observe Victory Gar-
den We‘k beginning March 19th
by making plans and preparations
to plant| a garden in 1944, to the
end tha{ we shill do our part In
achieving the State’s new goal and
prudently guard against a lack of
food atfecting the war effort on
both the! battle front and the home
front. | .
