Karnel for Colonel

The inclusion of the *‘r” sound In
the .word “colonel,” which is pro-
nounced as though it were spelled
“kurnel,”* is a holdover from the
sixteenth century, when the word
was spelled ‘*‘coronel” and pro-
nounced “kur-o-nel.” This later was
shortened to “kurn-el."

The word Is related to the Italian
“colonello” which means a little col
umn and the English spelling was
changed gradually during the seven-
teenth century to more nearly -con-
form with the original. The colonel
was 50 called because he led the lit-
tle column or company at the head
of the regiment.

More Income Tax Information

‘While the majority of the na-
tion’s 50 million taxpayers will
find thelr 1944 federal lncome ta.
obligations taken care of through
witbholding by their employers,
an estimated 15 million will be re-
quired to ftile declarations of tneir
estimated 1944 tax by April 15.
Declaration forms are being mail-.
ed by the Bureau of Internal Rev-
enue to all persons who thied dec-
larations last fall. The tirst quar-
terly payment of estimated tax
shown to fbe due on the declara-
tlon should be made at the time

[the declaration is filed, the other

paymients to be made on or belore
June 15, September 15, and De-
cember 15. Farmers who receive
more than 86 per cent of their
ncome from farming, may post-
pune fiitng their declarations un-
til December 15. However, if they
wait until December they must
pay ail of thelr estimated tax at
that time.
