Aspsragus Bed

A good asparagus.bed starts bear-
ing the third scason, and will pro-
duce good crops for 15'to 20 years
more, if the weeds are Kept out and
the soll is fertilized. Rhubarb will
last for a long time, and only re-
qulres re-setting of the roots in about
eight years, when they get too
crowded. The onlyLsmuus pest of
the present rust-free asparagus is
the asparagus beefle, and this
easily controlled with a lead arse-
nate spray or dust,

Fertilize Yearly

The asparagus bdd should be fer-
tilized every year fhe same as the
rest of the gardeu. t should be har-
towed- every spring before growth
starts and should be cultivated dur.
ing the growing seasdn to contr
weed: (ncludmx grass. For convenl-
ence in plowing the balance of the
garden, it is best 1o have the aspara.
gus at ‘one side or in 8 lepnnle
