But an organization called
“The Church of Scientology"
appears to have taken just the
opposite course, in what
seems to be a means of
acquiring extensive publicity
and at the same time
frightening anyone inclined to
expose its operations.

Scientology. which focuses
upon intimate interviews
using an “E - Meter” (“A
circuit which has been used in
quack medical devices for
decades,” according to the
American Medical
Association periodical
“Today's Health™) has
maintained its own *‘Legal
Affairs Branch.” And the
organization has just filed a
$1.5 million libel suit against
writer Paulette Cooper and
Tower Publications,

MISS COOPER is the author
of a fascinating, 220 - page
paperback exposé entitled

MISS COOPER  quotes
Scientology founder L. Ron
Hubbard (a former writer of

of mouth to permit lhepubllc
press to express their “biased
and badly reported sen-
sationalism. Therefore we
should be very alert to sue for
slander at the slightest
chance, so as to discourage
the public press from men-
tioning Scientology.”

This program of press -
discouragement seems hardly
feasible, however. given The
New York Times' Tecent
Teport of the interest-Shown
for Scientology by mass -
murderer Charles Manson.

Two years ago this column
first featured Scientqlogy.
reporting its recurrent dif-
ficulties with governmental
investigations in Australia,
Britain and the U.S. - as well
as the written claim of founder
Hubbard to have created “a
milestone for man, com-
parable to his discovery of
fire, and superior to fiis in-
ventions of the wheel and the
arch.” .

SCIENTOLOGISTS. in
demanding a retraction under
threat of legal action. charged
that Hubbard had never‘made
such a statement. However,
this writer had obtained a
copy of the third edition of
Hubbard's book *“Dianetics
The Modern SCIQHCE of Mental
