E. V. AYRES
EXPLAINS SCHOOL
CONSOLIDATION

.The question ‘of school consoll-
dation was thoroughly discussed
and explained at Wedneeday eve
ning's Kiwanis' meeting by Super-
intendent of Schools E. V. Ayres.

Mr. Ayres pointed out that the
eight school districts of the City
and Township are all interested in
consolldation, and aliready petl-
tlons have been signed by 800 reg-
istered voters of the districts, al-
though only 600 signaturea are
actually, required. The plan bas
been presented to the County
Board of Educalion, and has also
been epproved by the State De-

poral Dawson auen:e&:njem ot
lectures glven by vt of the pactment.

At the present time there are
2400 children in these districts,
with 1500°of that number in school
at the present time. By consoll-
dation, these s‘udents would be
given many more educational ad-
vantagee than they have at the
present  time. teachers
would be attracted to the system,
and it would be possible {o offer
4 broadened curriculum.

. Another advantage, which would
come after the war, would be the
saving made possible through
quantity buylng.

At the present time, emrollment
if Farmington High School stands
at 427, with but 136 of that mum-
ber actually living in the Farming-
ton District. These figures alone
show how much consolidation fs
needed, and the benefit to be
gained by all dlatricts.
