FSA Holds Line Against
Land Inflation
With careful search, some gopd
farms can stilt be bought at fair
prices despite higher land values,
says the Farm Security Adminis-
tration; in reporting that 3.369
farm purchases made during the

But with farm land values in
many areas approaching boom lev-
els. tenant purchase loan appli-
cants, who must find for them-
selves the farms they wish to pur-
chase. experienced more difficul-
ty last year in locating farms that
measured up to FSA standarids
and could be bought at prices F‘S.\
would approve.

Although average land values
increased 15 per cent during the
last fiscal year, farm purchases
financed by FSA average no more
per acre than the farms bought' in
previous years. They were fin-
anced on the badia of the prodéc-
tivity. and quality was nol sacri-
ficed. The average purchase price
per farm last year was $4,252 com-
pared with $4,354 the year before
when 35,144 farms were bought.
During the first five years of op-
eratfon of the Temant Purchase
Program, which began in 1937,
farms of slmilar quality were pur-
chased at an average price "of
$4,033. ’
