TUBERCULIN TEST
GIVEN IN

LIVONIA
In the recent tuberculin skin
test which was offered to tge

gchool children in Livonia Town-
ship, there was a total of 336 chil-
dren whose parents were [ntery
ested in ‘having them tested to
determine whether they had ever
been expased to the infection -of
tuberculosis.

The tuberculin test does not de-
termine the presence of active tu-
bereulosls; its object is to find
out whether the person tested has
been exposed to active Infeétlon
at some time, to such a degree as
to have the products of the in,
fecting organism in the body of
the individual. If the test is posi-
tive, an X-ray examination is ne-
cessary 10 determine the presence
or absemce of active tuberculosls.

The pr;ence of a positive tuber-
culin test|in a young child shows
that the exposure has been rela.
tively redent. so it is jmportant
to check on all family and immedt-
ate contatts in such cases,

The followlng are the number
ot childrdn of the various grades
who were tested: Elghth grade,
58 tested] 9 positive; Seventh
grade, 53 tested, 9 positive; first
grade, 85 [tested, 1 positive; begin-
ners, 81 tpsted, 7 positive, and pre-
school, 3¢ tested, 3 positive. A
total of 336 chlldren were tested
and of these 29 gave positive re-
actlons.

In addltion to the children test-
ed, there were 20 aduits who were
tested and ten of these were posi-
tve.
