NRC Eyes Action On River Use

LANSING

Michigan’s Natural
Resources Commission has
announced it will adopt rules,
including a watercraft permit
system, at its March 9-10
meeting in a move to
safeguard environmental
values and caim use conflicts
on heavily-pressured sections
of northern Michigan’s Au
Sable, Manistee, Pine, and
Pere Marquette rivers.

The commission gave that
assurance as it withheld ac-
tion on the Department of
Natural Resources’ final set of
proposed river-use rules for
problem stretches of the four
streams.
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next month’s meeting to
ide time for i i

On the question of setting
reasonable volumes of canoe
traffic, final details of the
river rules will also take a
bearing from last-minute
recommendations to come out
of a special Au Sable River use
study conducted by tae
University of Michigan.

- Following approval by the
commission at next month’s
meeting in Lansing, the rules
must pass through several
other administrative check-
points before they can take
effect.

First of all, they must be
filed with the Legislative
Service Bureau and Attorney
General's office for review.
After gaining clearance at
those two points, the final
draft of rules mustthen gotoa
joint legislative cramittee on
ini ive rules which,

ll:mal changes in the package
of river regulations.

SOME OF THOSE closing
refinements, he added, will
reflect suggestions which
were raised by interested
parties at the commission’s
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upon receiving the measures,
will have 60 days to approve,

reject, or take no action on
them.

DNR officials are hoping the
rules will be able to pass all of
these points of review in time
to take effect on parts of the
four streams on April 29,
opener of Michigan’s general
trout season.

The DNR's basic plan cails
for establishing a permit
system covering certain
stretches of the four heavily-
used streams on weekends
and Memorial Day from the
last Saturday of April (April
29) through June 30.

It also spelled out that
permits should be issued on an
hourly basis so that no more
than 30 canoes could be
launched each hour on

problem sections of the Au
Sable, Manistee, Pine, and
Pere Marquette rivers.

The DNR’s deferred set of
rules also recommended that
use of watercralt come under
a 7 am.6 p.m. time restric-

tion on specified sections of
those streams from the last
Saturday of April through
Labor Day.

These and other proposed
controls underscore, in the
DNR’s judgment, the need to
safeguard stream values and
to restore quality recreation
by reducing traffic loads when
and where heavy use has
created the most serious
problems.

SPOKESMEN for several
groups urged the commission
to set up a system for issuing
canoe permits on a daily basis
rather than under an hourly
schedule, as previously
proposed by the DNR.

Favoring that change were
representatives of the Sierra
Club’s Mackinac Chapter, the
Environmental Law Society at
the U. of M. and Trout
Unlimited. They pointed out
that a daily system for per-
mits would work just as ef-

fectively as an hourly
program in protecting en-
vironmental values of the
streams.

Spokesmen for the three
groups also noted that the
daily system would avoid
considerable confusion among
canoeists and leave the DNR
with a much lighter ad-
ministrative load than would
be the case under an hour-by-
hour acheduling of permils.

Several spoke in favor of
having the permit system in
force from the start of the
trout season thrugh Labor
Day or the end of September,
rather than having it lifted at
the close of June as the DNR
previously recommended.

Citing preservation of the
rivers’ resources as the first
and foremost consideration of
any such rules, they voiced the
need for extending the
protective permit controls to
cover the streams’ entire
season of substantial use.
