phere was so named by King
Straug.
When John H. Forster, & federal

surveyor, visited the Bedvers in
1855 — just 90 years ago — King
Strang was at the heigh{ of his
bizarre career. Along the pictur-
esque harbor was a cluster of log
bulldings. A log taberpacle dom-
inated the landscape.

Strang. lawyer-editor, vil
Mormon settlement at |Nauvoo.
Iilinois, in 1844 and became a con.
vert. When Joseph Smith, Moses

of the Mormons, was killed by &

ited the

mob at Carthage — a chapter of
early American (ntolerance —
Strang clalmed title as Smith’s
successor. The Mormon “college
of twelve” elected Brigham Young
who then led the historic trek to
Salt Lake Ciy. Strang establish-
ed a rival kingdom, first at Spring
Prairie, Wisconsin, and later at
St. James on Beaver Island.
His defiance of conveutional
morality led to his undoing, azd
uttimately his death, The,'lrishl
on Mackinac Island and Pine Riv-
er (Charlevoix) regarded him as
an infidel and 3 pirate. Two jeal-
ous ‘Mormon followers, some of
whom were characterized by Sur-
veyor Forster ag the *lowest kind

of white trash — ignorant, super-
stitious and licentious,” were the
assassins who waylaid' King

Strang and escaped on a U.S. mail
boat to Mackinac Island.
