Plymouth Church Sets Dedication’

The First United Methodist

. Church of Plymouth, a church

that had its beginnings 162

years ago, will consecrate its

“new colonial building Sunday,
March 5.

Bishop Dwight E. Loder,
head of the United Methodist
Church in Michigan, will
officiate in consecration

" servicesat9:30 and 11 a.m. in

the building located on North
- Territorial west of Sheldon.

Later members of the
congregation will show their
new church home to the

' community with an open

house from 3 to 5 p.m.

THE CONGREGATION
worshiped for the first time
last Sunday in the new
building that seats 350 in its
sanctuary and provides a
large fellowship hall, a two-
story education unit and a
church parlor.

At that time the Rev. Paul
M. Cargo, senior minister,
looked back to the frontier
days when the church began
and told the worshipers that
today “we are called upon to
honor God in this frontier land
of our time."”

“Qur frontier,” he added,
“is the effect of modern
technology upon persons-and
T would not imply that the
effects are all bad,

“‘Qur frontier is to combine
resources . to preserve the
tural endowments of air,

Iand and water. Our frontier is
to do battle with wrong that is
now subtle, attractive, en-
ticing and devastating.

““Our frontier now is to show
the sense of joy of the of the
Christian way amid the paths
of self-indulgence.

“We have a new sense of
what this congregation can do
by working together. Now,
from this new base of
operations, let's see what we
cando, with God’s help, on the
frontiers of our own day.”

Financing of the new
building was effected through
successive three-year building
fund campaigns, the church’s
memorial fund and a
mortgage loan from the
National Bank of Detroit.

Ground was broken Nov. 29,
1970, and the cornerstone laid
in June of 1971. The steeple
was erected last august.

Participating with Bisphop
Loder in the consecration
services will be Dr. John Jury,
superintendent of the United
Methodist Church Ann Arbor
District, as well as Rev. Cargo
and the Rev. Dean A. Kiump,
associate minister.

THE FIRST Methodist
worship service in the
Plymouth area was in 1810
«hen Plymouth was included
in a circuit of the New York
Conference. A decade later
the Detroit circuit became
part of the Ohio Methodist
conference,

A DECISION to establish a
new church home was reached
after a committee was formed
in 1963 to study the future of
the church in a growing
community.

The new building has 10
Sunday school rooms and six
additional ones can be made
by dividing fellowship hall into
four rooms and the parlor into
two. The sanctuary includes
room to seat a So-member

choir.

Not quite complete at the
time of consecration, the
church will have three stained
glass windows, fashioned by
the Willet Stained Glass
Studies of Philadelphia, in-
stalled this week.
