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New Bussing Approach:

Even Out Peer Group

Marilyn Jean Kelly’s plan to
bus children across school
district lines on the basis of
academic ability rather than
race got a lot of television
coverage but a cool response
from the people who heard her
presentation,

William Penn, executive
secretary of the Detroit
NAACP and a co-speaker on
the platform, called the Kelly
plan “a little premature”,
allowed that it had “some
merit” and said the
Democratic State Board of
Education member seemed
“sincere.”

But Penn told an audience in
Livonia’s Franklin High
School that it seems white
America would long ago have
thought of some such idea
instead of waiting until their
backs are against the wall.””

Miss Kelly, who is actively
considering seeking her
party’s nomination for the
U.S. Senate, unveiled her idea
for the first time last week at a
meeting called by “Citizens
for Suburban Responsibility”
(see accompanying story.)

She got mixed response
from the audience, which
included a group of adults
openly hostile to the cross-
district bussing plan being
considered by Federal Judge
Stephen Roth. The audience of
40 rattled around loosely in an

auditorium designed for

several hundred, all.hough the | Miss Kelly

Franklin gymnasiim packed
in hundreds for a basketball
tournament at the same time.

MISS KELLY, a former
Grosse Pointer and . college
teacher and now a lawyer,
reasoned thus:

Three factors control a
student’s learning en-
vironment ~ the home, the
school itself, and the peer
group. The state school
system can do nathing about
the home, and it’s senseless to
spend extra money improving
schools that are “overloaded
with underachievers.”

By under-achievers she
meant students who rank in
the lowest three deciles
(lowest 30 per cent) on state
assessment tests. In some
Detroit schools, she said, 60
per cent of the students in a
classroom rank in the lower
three deciles.

Noschool can operate well if
the number of under-
achievers exceeds 25 or 40 per
cent. Race is irrelevant:
“Busslng won't work if low-
class blacks are bussed to low-
class white schools."

Her solution: “Bus for equal
educational  opportunity”
rather than for racial balance,
although it’s likely her plan
would achieve an unknown
amount of racial balance,

result of her plan would be
that whites from low-ranked
Huron Township, Van Buren
and Romulus may be bussed
to Plymouth and Trenton, and
vice-versa. Those were the
exact school districts she
mentioned.

FOR INTELLECTUAL
support, she cited the so-
called “Coleman Report” by
James S. Coleman, a
sociologist at Johns Hopkins
University.

Miss Kelly's idea got a black
eye that very afternoon in an
edition of the Detroit News
which she hadn't yet seen.

‘The News story went on:

“One section of the new
study...found that the gains
made by poor blacks in mostly
white classes amounted to
‘less than onesixth of the
difference between average
Negro and white
achievement...at grade 12,

Thus, while mixing of social
classes had a beneficial effect
on lower class pupils, the
Harvard report indicated the
effect was slight. More and
better jobs resulting in higher
income were found to be
better methods of boosting the
educational achievements of
lower-class and  black
youngsters.

THERE WAS ONLY one
incident in the hour-long
meeting. After the NAACP
spokesman cnntended that

its cen-
tral finding that academic
achievement depends far
more on family background
than on what happens in the
classroom.”

yours, buddy.”

Pro-Bussing Meeting
Becomes Kelly Rally

‘What was billed as a pro-
bussing  meeting ~ was
operated, instead, like a Kelly
for U.S. Senate raily --
Marilyn Jean Kelly, that is.

The man running it was
Jack Shea, of Royal Oak,
chairman of a group called
“Citizens for Suburban
Responsibility,” ostensibly an
antidote to NAG on the cross-
district school bussing issue.

Shea claims a membership
of 500, scattered across the tri-
county area and as far north
as Flint, along with a board of
directors which doesn’t meet
often.

SHEA ARRANGED a public
meeting of his group last week
in Livonia’s Franklin High
School with two speakers ~—
William Penn of the Detroit
NAACP, which started the
school desegregation suit
before Judge Roth, and Miss
Kelly, a member of the State
Board of Education itching to
run for the Senate.

In his pre-meeting publicity
efforts, Shea worked hard for
a good turnout — for Miss
Kelly — and provided the press.
pictures of her though not of
Penn.

Introducing her, Shea called
her “our featured speaker
and sald “she ought to be the
next U.S. senator from
Michigan. (Later he told a
reporter he wasn't involved in
Miss Kelly's political efforts;
that his group was presenting
her bussing views merely for
public information; and that
his group had endorsed no one
in the Senate race.)

The meeting was billed for
7:30 p.m. but was held up a
half-hour as three television
stations trooped in to shoot a
minute of film in which Miss
Kelly presented the gist of her

Patiently waiting in the
audience were about 40 per-
sons, half of them of high
school age, and at least three
newspaper reporters.

MISS KELLY herself is an
enigma.

She was asked by a reporter
why, since she is married to a
man named Stout, she con-
tinues to use the name Kelly?
Was it to confuse the voters?

No, she said, the voters
wouldn’t confuse her with
Atty. Gen. Frank J. Kelley
(the man to beat for the
Democratic senatorial
nomination) and she had
legally retained her maiden
name in her marriage con-
tract.

There were questions about
the timing of her bussing plan.
Wasn't the deadline Feb. 3 for
the State Board of Education
1o present desegregation plans
to Judge Roth, and wasn’t this
March 162 Had this plan ever
been discussed in state board
meetings?

Miss Kelly replied she had
talked it over with some other
members of the board but did
not say it was done at a
meeting of the full eight-
member board.

indeed,  despite the
television coverage she got,
it's uncertain whether the
Kelly plan will even get to
Judge Roth. She said she must
still get Roth’s permission to
present it. Whether Roth will
grant it is another question,
especially since the plan
hasn't been endorsed by the
state board yet.

Miss Kelly was unable to
say what the plan would cost
in terms of busses and the
number of students to be
bussed. Her plan, she said,
would still have to be checked
out on a computer.

MISS KELLY was 26 years
old and single when she was
first elected to the state board
under the new 1964 con-
stitution, and she was
teaching languages at a

.private college at the time.

After the election, she got a
job at Eastern Michigan
University, a state institution,
but this was all right, she said,
because she got an opinion
from Atty. Gen. Kelley that
there was no conflict of in-
terest. Later she got a law
degree at Wayne State
University, another public
institution.

Currently, she is weighing a
candidacy for the Democratic
Senate nomination, and she
got two shots of publicity
because of it, as a Detroit

paper pointed out. The first
came when friends held a
press conference last month
while she was on a-Florida
vacation, the second (of
necessity) when she returned.

As for Jack Shea, the man
who promoted her in Livonia
last week, he said he isn't her
campaign manager and didn’t
expect to be asked.

But he did lodge a complaint
with the Observer
Newspapers about the
placement of the pre-meeting
story and Miss Kelly's picture
in the paper.
