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Board Approves
Facilities For
School _A\_Qdition

Teachers Assured
Salary Adjustments

Completion of additional facili-
tles for the new school bullding
were discussed and approved at the
regular meeting of the Farmington
Township School Board held Mon-
day evening.

On a motion from Howard War-
ner the Board approved the sug-
gestioh of Mr. Marcus Burrows,
school district architect to com-
plete the lavatory facilities in the
new bullding plus several outside
connections at a cost of §2,940. Pre-
vious plans called for a roughing
in of the lavatory tacilities pending
a decision of the Board at a later
date. However it was decided that
the job could be done more econ-
omically mow while a contractor
and the necessary equipment were
on the grounds.

The Board also approved a mo-
tlon by Warner, that the roof of
the new structure be insulated and
a celotex sound board ceiling be
installed. Burrows stated that a
considerable saving would be made
in the amount of fuel required to
heat the building, and in the num-
ver of radiators installed.

The foundation and side walls of
the pew structure are now com-
pleted, and work is being rushed on
the Interior walls so that the steel
beams for the roof may be put up.
The beams are now on the lot ready
to be placed. Some difficulty is
being encountered in the securing
of window sash. However there
has been no marked delay in the
construction due to lack of materi-
ais thus far.

Superintendent O. E. Dunckel re-
quested the Board to adopt a polley
in regards to financfal ald to the
teachers of the District. Dunckel
pointed out that although no set
figure can be made in regards to
state ald under the recently ap-
proved Amendment No. 2, each
school distriet will recelve financial
ald. “We should reassure our
teaching staff that when state ald
does come that some salary adjust-
ments will be made,” Duncke! stat-
ed. He emphasized cost of living
salary adjustments particularly.
The Board stated that as soon
as the amount of revenue from the
state {s known that consideration
will be given to teacher's salary
adjustments.

Duncke! also requested that the
Board consider 2 survey of the fu-
ture building needs of the District
and plan on future expansion re-
quirements. He stated that it is
important that the District plan in
advance 2 building program 8o that
when funds are avallable that work
can proceed rapldly. “As soon 8s
possible teacher loads should be
reduced so that overcrowded class-
rooms can be eliminated,” Dunckel
stated. “We must also increase
our services to provide ndditfonal
instruction in music and industrial
erts and to add art courses to our
curricnlum,” he concluded.
