culturist at Michigan State college,
says they are after their fall -and
winter tonic of tannin and hlllel’s

D‘ner}mems have been comlucl
ed to Tind .the best protection
agalnst rabbits. More than 250 dif-
ferent.fornulas were tried by Mi-
chigan State college scientists. The
best repellent found against rab-
bits was a mixture of rosin and
alcobol. | Use seven pounds of powd-
ered wood rosin in‘agallon of com-
gmercial ethyl alcohol. It can be
painted or sprayed on the trunk and
bark. of trees.or plants tq protect
them against rabbits. N

'Of course, Cdrdinell- says, the
greatest protection is wire cloth,
A small meshed high fence around
o planting will keep out the rabbits,
but not the mice.

No good repellent against mice
has been discovered, Cardinell Bays.
The best procedure is to polson the
pests. Poison balt made under
government supervision is very
good,. and county sgricultural
agents cen supply Information on
where It may be purchased.
