FARMERS ADVISED-
TO FILE TAX

RETURNS EARLY

Farmers. who file their income
tax returns before January 15, 1947
will be saved the extra work of
preparing and filing the “estimate”
that is due at that time. That's
why E. M. Elwood, farm manage-
nient extension specialist at Michl-
gan State gollege, recoqumends that
you get started on figuring returns
carly. .

The farm mauagement speefalist
believes farmers will flnd the job
easier this year than in the past —

-especially it they have kept records

of thelr incqme and expense. There
has been liitle changg in the re-
quirements for the 1948 return.
Farmers, however. will find the
rates have been reduced this year.
Figuring the tax will be .simpler
than it has been in previous years
because you are altowed an ex-
emption for both normal tax and
-surtax. .
Those who were in the service
should remember that service pay
received by all members of the
armed forces, except officers, fs
excluded from -lncome.
sioned offlcers are entitled to ex-
clude the first $1,500.of thelr ser-

vice pay. .
Farmers are allowed to deduct, as
a business expense, -reasonable

wages paid a minor child as &
bona fide employee fn the farm
business. Such wages are included
In the income of the child and if
this income amounts to $500 or
more, the child must also file'a
return.

Farmers must file either thelr
final return or an “estimate” of
thefr 1946 tax before January 15

To ald Michigan farmers in pre-
paring their income tax, the Michi-
gan State college extension service
has revised bulletin B237, “Farm-
ers and the Income’ Tax,” which

Mary J. E. Woodward, county
home demonstration agent, rdvises
amateur soap-makers to stirt with
a small batch. One cup,of clean
waste fat will make one bar of sonp.
You will also need 5 teaspoons of

teaspoon borax per bar.

You can use waste fat from cook-
ing, fat rendered from tallow, or
hardened vegetable shortenings, It
15 best'to use a’ combination of
hard and soft fat. Soft fat alone
makes soft, SPONEY BORD. :

To clarity the fat, melt it slowly
and straln through two layers of
cheesecloth, Add an equal volume
of hot water, stir well and bring
to a boll. Remove trom stove and
add a quart ot cold water, stirring
constantly. Cool end remove the
clean firm fat on top.
